• Canada among the most wasteful nations:

• High energy consumption; 

• High water use; 

• High waste generation.

• If everyone used as much as the average 
Canadian, we’d need 4 more planets like Earth 
to generate resources & absorb waste  
(Suzuki Foundation).

Why Sustainable Design?



Building Industry

• Traditional building construction consumes:

• 40% of the worlds total energy use, 

• 30% of raw material consumption, 

• 25% of the timber harvest, 

• 35% of the world’s CO2 emissions, 

• 16% of the fresh water used, 

• 40% of landfill waste,

• 50% of the ozone-depleting CFCs.



What is Sustainable Design?

• Oxymoron

• ‘less bad’

• Minimize impact by incremental improvements

• Need to make decisions that are good for the 
library 

– influenced by social & economic considerations



LEED®

Leadership in Energy & Environmental Design

• Green building rating system

• Administered by the CaGBC (Canada Green Building 
Council)

• 3rd party review

• 4 levels of certification – Certified, Silver, Gold, Platinum

• HRM standard is LEED Silver, library is targeting LEED 
Gold



LEED Intent

Mandate:
• Transform the market 

• Promote integrated design

• Recognize environmental leadership

• Raise awareness

• Prevent false claims – “Green-washing”
